The Boys & Girls Clubs of Santa Cruz County is
committed to serving teens and young adults with
programs geared toward their needs and interests. This
includes implementing programs and classes designed
to empower youth to excel in school, become good
citizens and lead healthy, productive lives.

Our teen center is a space within our clubhouse
created especially for youth ages 13 - 18. It is a safe
place, where youth can be themselves without feeling
the pressure of being judged. Within our teen
program, youth have access to resources and
experiences that expose them to a world of
opportunities. Plus, the program area is a comfortable
place to hang out with friends, connect with caring
mentors, and participate in fun activities like sports,
arts and volunteerism.
